Extensive junior programs are offered for all ages and skill levels. Classes 

range from our “Teensy Tennis,” “10 & Under” program for the young 

beginner, up to our “Touring Players” program for sectional or national 

ranked players. 
 

 

10 & UNDER TENNIS (for three skill levels) (no membership required) 

Teensy Tennis- For the beginner player 4-5 years of age, uses Foam and Red Balls, and 

smaller nets. 

Red Ball- For beginner or advanced beginners 5-8 years of age, uses Red Balls and 

smaller courts. 

Orange Ball- For beginner or advanced beginners 9-10 years of age, uses Orange Balls 

and mid sized courts. 

Green Dot- For intermediates 9-10 years of age, uses Green Dot Balls and full size 
courts.  

 

JUNIOR HIGH PROGRAM (for two skill levels) (no membership required) 

Level 1 is for the Jr. High player needing more basic skill work. 

Level 2 is for the more advanced player and will give the option of weekly matchplay. 

Classes meet in 9 & 10 week sessions throughout the year. Team discounts are available. 

 

TEEN USA 123 (no membership required) A beginner to advanced beginner class for 

the older junior. Time will be devoted to strokes needed for actual play. 

 
HIGH SCHOOL PROGRAM (no membership required) 

For the High School Varsity players or the elite Jr. High players. Students have the option 

of participating in one or two instructional days as well as weekly matchplay. 

Classes meet in 9 & 10 week sessions throughout the year. Team discounts are available. 

 

ELITE TOURNAMENT PROGRAM (for three skill levels) (membership is required) 

Professional Staff approval is required for admittance to these programs. 

Challengers- Targets the younger tournament players and less experienced High School 

players seeking district/sectional ranking. 

All Stars- Players participation in tournaments, trying to receive district/sectional ranking 

or upper level High School players. 
Touring Players- Players with a sectional or national ranking. 

Match Play- Available weekly for all levels of the Tournament Program.
